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(3) A l l sectors in the energy market w i l l reflect the lower

growth rate in total energy. The sharpest d e c l i n e w i l l be in the

transportat ion sector w h i c h w i l l drop from a h i s to r i c growth rate

of over 5% to approximately 1% over the next 14 years. This w i l l

be due largely to more efficient use of fuel by automobiles.

(4) Among energy sources other than o i l , gas supp ly and demand

w i l l cont inue to dec l ine unt i l at least 1980 after wh i ch it w i l l

increase at a very modest rate, p r i m a r i l y due to r i s i n g imports.

Coal supp ly and demand w i l l r ise at more than three t imes the h i s -

toric growth rate. Coal 's l i m i t a t i o n s w i l l be on the demand rather

than the supp ly s ide ; that is , the U.S. energy market w i l l not be

a b l e to absorb a l l the coal that cou ld be produced. Nuc lea r power

w i l l show the fastest growth rate of any energy source, c o n t r i b u t i n g

more than 11% to total U.S. energy supply by 1990, compared to less

than 3% in 1976.

(5) Oil demand w i l l continue its histor ic pattern of r ising

more rap id l y than total energy u n t i l about 1980. After that i t w i l l

move at a subs tan t ia l l y lower rate. By the la te 1980's its r ise w i l l

be only about 0.5% per year, or about one-tenth of its annua l h i s to r i c

growth rate.

(6) Domestic oil s u p p l i e s w i l l not be ab le to keep up even w i th

th i s very d i m i n i s h e d demand growth so that o i l imports w i l l have to

rise throughout the period. By 1990 they w i l l amount to over 10 m i l l i o n

b/d, about 38% above las t year's l e v e l . The share of oi l imports in

our total energy balance w i l l remain approximately unchanged. But since
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
